Achievements Phase 1

compliance with data regulations, and this number is growing on a weekly basis.

HO and Youth Justice Board (YJB) have rolled out a knife possession prevention
programme (KPPR)r young people convicted of knife carryiggorcing them to
confront consequences of carrying a knife.



Next steps

TKAP phase.2in March 2009 we announced an extra £5 million to tackle knife
crime and increase targeted police action to tackle a minority of young people
who commit serious violence

TKAP phase 2mit has also been extended to include 13 to 24 year olds
(previously 1319) and to target the minority of young people who commit the
most serious violencé& his work will run alongside the Youth Crime Action Plan
which aims to stop young people from getting involved in crime in the first place
and stop them reoffending if they do.
